Policy 21:  “...DPCDSB is committed to stewardship and 
sustainable practices within the Catholic faith in order to 
deepen our covenant to promote...focus on waste 
reduction strategies, including the elimination of single-use 
plastics in DPCSDB facilities” 
 
Eco School certification results indicate over 77,000 kg of 
waste was diverted from landfills and over 9,000 waste-free 
lunches were consumed in DPCDSB schools this year. 
Individual schools continue to find creative ways to further 
reduce the use of single-use plastics in our schools such as 
encouraging the use of refillable water bottles and water 
filling stations and the use of recyclable cutlery. On-going 
discussions with our vendors aim to ensure compliance 
with legislation.

As you know, OCSTA has been meeting with MPAC on its School Support Modernization Project. The 

purpose of this project is to improve the operational school support data collection process related to 

property tax designation.  
  
On Thursday August 4, MPAC met for the second time with OCSTA, other trustee/board associations and 

boards, to provide an update on the development of the modernization project. (We have attached the 

presentation material for your review). The meeting included a demonstration of the digital tools being 

developed and a discussion about digital tool, and how MPAC can improve the data collection process 

facing school boards.
